A 3-credit course is offered over twelve weeks and meets six to
twelve times. A 1.5-credit course is offered over six to twelve weeks
and meets three to twelve times, depending on the nature of the
course. The course instructor has the authority to determine the
number of sessions (but at least three for 1.5-credit course and at
least six for a 3-credit course), provided that the officially published
schedule is not altered.

For the Master of Divinity program, the maximum permitted ab-
sences are two per course.

The minimum course load per semester is 1.5-credit hours, which
means a study load of 67.5 clock hours (approximately five actual
hours per week if the course runs through the whole semester or ten
hours per week if the course runs through half of the semester). How-
ever, most courses are 3-credits, which means a study load of 135
clock hours (approximately ten actual hours per week during the
whole semester). In order to complete the 72-credit MAT-program in
six years, you need to take on average at least 6 credits per semester
(i.e., a study load of 270 clock hours, approximately twenty hours per
week during the whole semester). If you can’t dedicate twenty hours
per week to your studies, it is not recommended that you apply for
the MAT or MLM program. Many MAT and MLM students take 9
credits per semester (i.e., a study load of 405 clock hours, approxi-
mately thirty hours per week during the whole semester).

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What is the maximum number of transfer credits that may be ac-
cepted from another institution?

Transfer credit is calculated in credit hours rather than by number of
courses. In no case may the approved transfer credits exceed 50% of
the total credit hours required for the program to which the student
is admitted. For example, if a student is admitted to the Master of
Arts in Theology program, which requires 72 credit hours, no more
than 36 credit hours may be transferred, subject to fulfillment of the
transfer requirements.

Tuition may be paid in person at the Accounts Office on the main
campus in Abbassia or at the branch offices in Minya, Alexandria, As-
siut, and Sohag. Fees may also be paid via postal transfer addressed
to the Evangelical Theological Seminary in Cairo, direct bank deposit
at the Commercial International Bank (CIB), or using the Instapay ap-
plication. Students should contact the accounting department
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through the HelpDesk (choose option: Accounts) for details on bank,
postal, and Instapay account numbers.
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How are tuition fees calculated for the program to which | am ap-
plying?

Tuition is calculated by multiplying the cost per credit hour by the
total number of credit hours required for the program. For example,
if a student enrolls in the Master of Arts in Theology program, which
requires 72-credit hours (typically completed over four to six years),
and the cost per credit hour is EGP 2,400, the total tuition would
amount to 172,800 EGP before deduction of any scholarship award.
(Please, note that the cost per credit is adjusted annually. EGP 2400
is the rate for 2026-2027.)
